From English Communication to English/Communication

—A Case Study in Embedded Communication Interventions—

Eli Walgrave (Miyagi Gakuin Women’s University)
Fumie Shibuya (Tohoku Bunka Gakuen University)

This participatory case study explores embedding communicative competence
interventions within a university general education English language course. While this
Iintervention plan was carried out in several classes, this project focuses on a single class
of second-year Speech and Language Therapy students. Despite the focus on treating
communication problems, speech therapists often receive very little pre-service
communication training. This can result in problems both in the transition into the
professional world as well as in other social situations. The basic design of the class
utilizes Emmanuel Guardiola’s Gameplay Loop Design Methodology, a tool from the field
of game design, as a basis. Using open questions and focused dialogue, students were
guided to think about open experiential and opinion-based questions and express those
1deas to one another in English. At the end of the class, students were asked to answer
feedback responses relating to their opinions about the class. This feedback was
analyzed for themes relating specifically to communication, rather than English
language skills. Likewise, students’ behavior during class was also observationally
analyzed for changes in communicative behavior. This particular class offered a unique
opportunity for analysis, as the feedback responses could then be compared to
observational data collected by their homeroom instructor. Students showed a positive
response to the intervention and perceived their own communication skills as having
grown. This feedback agrees with observations both within and outside of the classroom.
The results of this intervention show promise for developing communicative competence

among students.

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From English Communication to English/Communication

—A Case Study in Embedded Communication Interventions—

1. Introduction and Context

A growing trend of concern is the difficulty of Japanese young adults to communicate as
well as express their agency. Loneliness and pathologic relationships are on the rise. With so
many young people moving directly from high school to university, there are not always
chances for them to develop their communications skills in a context that provides safety and
tolerance for failure. And yet, young adults are expected to figure things out themselves. This
sets young adults up for failure and a diminished quality of social life.

However, in many cases it can be difficult to mandate such kinds of training in
universities. Organizational dysfunction can prevent many of these programs from getting off
the ground before they even start. The good news, though, is that there are other places where
this can be addressed. English classes are mandated at a national level, and the potential
freedom of a language class can make for an effective staging ground for a communicative
competence intervention program. This is a case study of one such disguised intervention
program implemented within the context of a general education English course in several

Japanese universities.

2. Design and Implementation

The backbone framework of the intervention was designed using Emmanuel Guardiola’s
Gameplay Loop Design Methodology. While created as a tool for designing video games, the
methodology’s focus on player action translates well for educational purposes. Each activity
was mapped out into loops of student action, with each loop then being tuned to maximize
student cognitive and communicative active time. These micro loops were tested over the
course of one year in other classes before being adapted for the intervention program.
Activities consisted of vocabulary practice, singular response discussion questions, and either
long-form reading with response questions or experiential writing with presentation.

Vocabulary and discussion questions utilized rotational partner activities in order to add
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physical movement as well as facilitate multiple smooth conversations. Experiential writing
and presentation were completed in groups, with individual presentation and presentation to
the group. All reading was done aloud as a group, followed by group reading comprehension.
Responses were then completed individually.

Materials were designed in one of two forms, writing/presentation and reading/reflection.
All questions were designed as open questions with no specific correct answer. Likewise, each
class period was focused on a particular topic. All topics were selected to be highly conceptual
in order to guide students in thinking about things they haven’t reflected on much before.
These questions were designed to maximize disruption and generativity. The stable structure
serves as an anchor for the meaning-making during the process of reflecting on and answering
the questions.

A number of class periods were dedicated to games and activities. These activities took
place either outdoors or in the classroom, and included games such as tag variants, ball
games, and leadership and problem-solving games. Each game was played multiple rounds
with intermittent discussion after several rounds. Discussion focused on themes concepts
connected to communication and social dynamics. While the games and their associated
discussions were carried out in Japanese, the personal written reflections following them was
completed in English.

Students were allowed to use translation software for preparing their answers. This
serves as an equalizer, allowing all students to complete everything regardless of level. It also
has the secondary benefit of having students consider the questions and their answers in
Japanese, disrupting their normal patterns of communication. The structure of the class and
question content forces students to reconstruct their patterns of communication in both the
first and second language, increasing the probability of change.

All assessment was formative, and the class did not have a test. Students were graded
entirely on their completion of activities and written responses. There was also constant,
informal observational assessment of response speed and depth, as well as feedback and

questioning of responses through interaction.

3. Results and Considerations

Overall, students showed positive reactions to the intervention, with a positive
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perception of their own communicative growth. Likewise, observational data from class
sessions showed an increase in speed and depth when expressing opinions, as well as a
considerably lower resistance to self-expression. Students reported the value of not only
hearing and appreciating the opinions of others, but also the necessity of expressing their own
perspectives. Likewise, many students noted that the program had pushed them to think
considerably about their own thoughts and that this habit had extended outside of the
classroom. Many student responses pointed to the games and their resulting discussions as a
strong point of learning for them.

While this first case study is only an initial implication, the outcomes imply the potential
of language classes as a vehicle for the development and improvement of communicative
competence and other transverse skills. The ubiquitous nature of general education English,

as well, shows much potential for broad skill development for Japanese university students.
